As a first or second language, ENGLISH is spoken in over 45 countries in the five continents. About ¼ of the world’s population speaks English as a mother language.

English is used internationally as a lingua franca, especially in technology (aviation, computing), science, business, diplomacy, tourism and in audiovisual culture (especially music, sports and movies):

· An 80% of the information in the Internet is in English

· 2/3 of the world’s scientific papers are in English

· Half of the world’s business deals are in English

· ¾ of the world’s mail is in English

According to a ranking made in 1999, the most spoken language in the world is Mandarin CHINESE (885.000.000 speakers), followed by English and Spanish (332.000.000 speakers each).

SPANISH is spoken in Latin American countries and in Spain. Spanish is also the second most important language in the USA: 230.500.000, English and 17.500.000, also speak Spanish.
