I walk down the same street. 

There is a deep hole in the sidewalk. 

I walk around it. 

V 

I walk down another street.

Language awareness notes, by michelle

To take time

It takes me (time) to (do something)

How long does it take you to get here?

It takes me 10 minutes

To pretend

I pretend I’m OK (when I’m not)

We were pretending we didn’t know (but we did!)

Indirect questions

I know where I am (no inversión)

Direct questions (inversión S + V): Where am I?

Indirect: I don’t know where I am.

To get out

To get out of a hole, of a car, of a building when there’s danger or there are obstacles...

Notice also: helpless, still, same, another, there is a (singular, count), and the verbs walk down (a street), fall in, get out, walk round (something), iMMediately.
