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SOCIALIZING (unit 1)
You are at a party and you want to meet someone new. Start up a conversation and keep it going. Try to find out what likes you share, so that you can meet up some other day.
Follow this outline:
· Small talk on why you are there
· Occupations and hobbies
· Arranging to meet
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SHOPPING FOR TECHNOLOGY (unit 2) – Don’t pick this card if you have never worked on this topic
You want to return an ordinary cell phone you bought and possibly buy a smart phone
Follow this outline:
· Returning an item and… getting a refund or buying a new item?
· Describing what a smart phone can do (incl. questions)
· What the customer would use it for > needs to think about it
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HEALTHCARE (unit 3)

At the doctor’s - Don’t pick this card if you have never worked on this topic
Follow this outline:
· The Problem (e.g. can’t switch off, trouble sleeping, tense, irritable, weak, lethargic…)
· Questions by doctor and answers, diagnosis (depression)
· Treatment (tablets, and blood test for next visit)
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HOME (unit 4) - Don’t pick this card if you have never worked on this topic

You are going to list all of the items in your house which are broken or don’t work because you want to solve all of those problems.
Follow this outline:
· Getting ready to make the list
· Listing the items and deciding what to do about each
· Sorting out responsibilities: Who is in charge of what? Recapitulation
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BUREAUCRACY (unit 5) – This one is hard. Don’t do it if you haven’t worked with your textbook first.
You have fallen in love with someone in the USA and you want to get a permanent residency there. Tell a friend about what you found out about how to do this.
Follow this outline:
· Falling-in-love news
· How to get a residency permit (green card), including the documents you need (you went to a talk by an immigration official to learn how to do this)
· Plans to achieve that goal
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SIGHTSEEING (unit 6)

Showing a foreign friend around the city where you live in.

Follow this outline:
· Presenting plans for the day
· Visiting places: questions and answers about why they are interesting…
· Interrupting the tour to get something to eat and drink!
