Skills involved: Reading Aloud, Speaking/Listening, Use of Communicative Strategies, Team Work, Sociocultural Knowledge.

1. Take turns to read this text. Check you all understand (e.g. paraphrase)

2. Do you know similar games in your country? Name them. (Just the name!No more Spanish!) Talk about similarities and differences or about variants, and/or anecdotes.

3. Play the game!

	Whodunnit?

What You'll Need
1. card for each player (including the ace of spades) 
2. A group of at least 5 friends 
Note:
The person who is "it" needs to be very sneaky when he or she winks at people so that no one finds out who is "it."
1. All players should sit in a circle and the cards need to be face down in the center.
2. Each person picks a card from the pile and needs to be careful not to show anyone else.
3. The person with the ace of spades is "it."
4. The person who is "it" winks at people in order to take them out of the game. If another player sees the "it" person wink at them, they need to say, "I'm out," and back out of the circle.
5. If another player suspects someone, they can shout out who they think is "it." If they are right, the game starts over. If they are wrong, they are out of the game.
