With the Mirabal Family economy ruined due to Trujillo’s interferences and spying every word they said, the Mirabal family decided to take action. They made a total rebellion that came after a frustrated attempt by exiled Dominicans to eliminate Trujillo.
The Mirabals decided to continue the that work or to help by distributing pamphlets, gathering materials for weapons, and even Mmaking improvised bombs with the gunpowder of firecrackers around Minerva´s kitchen table. The three activist sisters became known as “Las Mariposas”.

When they tried to assassinate Trujillo in 1960, they were thrown in jail. Thanks to international pressure, the women were quickly released. When Trujillo´s political fortunes continued to worse, he blamed the Mirabal sisters for all his problems. And so he ordered them killed.

The Mirabal sisters were assassinated because of Trujillo's trap. First, Trujillo transferred their husbands to in a remote jail because -- the only way to go there was across the mountain. The sisters knew that this was a trap but they went anyway. The secret police stopped their jeep in the mountain pass. 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A Day for the Elimination of Violence Against Women

Wormers rights activists have observed 25 November as a day against gender-based violence since 1981. This date was selected to
honour the Mirabal sisters, three political activists from the Dominican Republic who were brutally murdered in 1960 by order of the
country's ruler, Rafael Trujillo (1930-1961).

0n 20 December 1993, the General Assembly adopts the Declaration on the Elimination of Violence against Women through resolution
48/104, paving the path towards eradicating violence against women and girls worldwide.

Finally, on 7 February 2000, the General Assembly adopts resolution 54/134, officially designating 25 November as the International
day for the Elimination of Violence Against Women and in doing so, inviting govermments, intemational organizations as well as NGOs
tojoin together and organize activities designed to raise public awareness of the issue every year on that date.
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
